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I had an anal fistula in the year 1988. An 
anal fistula is a small channel that develops 
between the end of the bowel, known as the 
anal canal or back passage, and the skin near 
the anus. It is most commonly caused by an anal 
abscess. It can also be caused by conditions that 
affect the intestines (part of digestive system). 
Surgery is usually necessary to treat an anal 
fistula because very few will heal by themselves. 
The procedure used is usually a fistulotomy. 
Anal fistula is a disease that has long challenged 
surgeonsÊ skills.

 I consulted many renowned surgeons 
in Dehradun, who treat and consult with 
prospective patients prior to surgery. It was 
advised that surgery was inescapable to treat it 
because it wonÊt heal by itself. The word surgery 
itself is scary; but I finally made up my mind to 
undergo it, and made an appointment with the 
best surgeon of the town for the next day.

My father lived at Manglaur - a small 
town located 85 kilometers from the holy city 
of Haridwar in the Uttarakhand state of India. 
When I informed him of the scheduled surgery, 
he wished to remain at the hospital at the time 
of surgery; but he had a packed to-do list for 
the next two weeks. This necessitated the 
postponement of the operation.

Charles DickensÊ advice is Âto never do 
tomorrow what you can do today. Procrastination 
is the thief of time, collar him.Ê

 Many days passed; number of weeks 
elapsed; nay, several years went by. But, 
rescheduling of surgery date continued to get 
postponed all these years.  

One day, in the year 1991, a guest arrived 
at our home, a person of striking mien, with 
a tinge of halo round his head! I greeted him 
with an open heart and mind and offered him 
a seat. I asked him what might be the purpose 
of his visit. „I have come simply to know about 
your health and well-being,‰ he said. I told him 
my problem. Hearing that, he sank into deep 

meditation; and, after a few seconds raised his 
head with thoughtful smile. His soft, mild voice 
touched my soul, „Would you please listen to 
me for a few minutes?‰ There was no reason to 
say no, and I bent forward to listen attentively.

He started retelling me the story which 
sage Vyas had once told Vaishampayan : 

„There lived a king named Bhadreshwar. 
He ruled over Madhyadesh (Madra). His 
left hand was once infected with leprosy. 
Bhadreshwar, fearing the prospect of dreadful 
leprosy spreading to his whole body, decided to 
end his life. He expressed his desire to the head-
priest. The head-priest cautioned Bhadreshwar 
that if he went ahead with his decision, then the 
whole kingdom would be destroyed. He said, 
ÂYou will be cured of leprosy, if you worship 
Lord Surya.Ê

The head-priest then told the king about 
the appropriate rituals of Surya-worship. 



King Bhadreshwar began his austerities and 
worshipped Lord Surya by chanting mantras and 
offering articles like naivedya, fruits, ardhya, 
akshat etc. to the deity. King Bhadreshwar was 
cured of his leprosy within a year by the virtue 
of his deep devotion towards Lord Surya.‰

After listening to this story, it was my turn 
to plunge into deep thoughtful state, which 
didnÊt go unnoticed by my visitor. His eyes 
were now explaining the purpose of his visit, 
and demanding my response.

„But, Sir,‰ said I, „I am familiar with yet 

another face of Lord Surya.‰ 
He looked at me in silent amazement, and I 

continued, „That Lord Surya is strikingly visible 
both day and night on the horizon of Shirdi and 
illuminates the whole universe and bestows all 
benedictions on His devotees. He is no other 
than Sai Baba.‰ 

„So, you know Sai Baba of Shirdi?‰ he 
questioned.

„He has been my SUN since my previous 
innumerable births, and I have been His son 
since the same time‰, I told him in one breath.

„Then you must be knowing about His 
sacred Udi (Vibhuti) - the panacea for all 
incurable diseases‰, he asked.

The innumerable incidents narrated in the 
BabaÊs biography known as Shri Sai Sat Charita 
speak volumes of the miracles of Udi, and I 
recounted all these stories one by one in my 
guestÊs presence. He listened with interest and 
patience.

Before he stood up to leave, he took out 
from his pocket a packet containing Udi. He 
gave it to me with the directions, „Apply it on 
the abscess and within one month you will be 
cured.‰

I rejected the idea of surgery once for all, 
and resolved to strictly adhere to the directions 
given by the great guest.

Lo! The abscess got healed itself exactly in 
one month.

I could now realize the real identity of my 
Guest, albeit He, in reply to one of my queries, 
had told me that He was coming from Shirdi.

My carelessness left me simply an 
apologetic; but the experience enriched me with 
the realization that

ÂUdiÊ is Shirdi Sai BabaÊs Boon to His 
devotees.

Sai Baba lived in Shirdi continuously 
for a period of 60 years before He took His 
Mahasamadhi in the year 1918, and kept His 
Dhuni always burning during His six decades 
stay at Dwarkamai Masjid. And unlimited 



quantity of ash thus produced, would be then 
given to the devotees as sacred Udi. 

There is a deeper underlying significance 
behind BabaÊs practice of distributing Udi. Baba 
taught by His Udi that all the visible phenomena 
in the universe are as transient as the ash. Our 
bodies composed of wood or matter of the five 
elements will fall down, become inanimate after 
all their enjoyments are over, and will be reduced 
to ashes. In order to remind the devotees of the 
fact that their bodies will be reduced to ashes, 
Baba distributed Udi to them. Baba also taught 
by the Udi that the Brahma is the only reality 
and the universe is ephemeral and that no one in 
this world, be he a son, father or wife, is really 
ours. We come here (in this world) alone and we 
have to go out alone.

Sai BabaÊs Udi is the manifestation of 
judgment (vivek), asceticism (vairagya), discretion, 
prudence, sense, wisdom, and discernment; and 
breeds enduring spiritual appeal.

Udi is nothing but dust. All things, whatever 
they may be, that have a name and a form, will, 
in the end, go the same way (i.e. reduced to 
dust). And, from the unchanging everlasting 
property of the dust, we realize the truth that the 
changes and modifications that things undergo 
in this world, are only for the nameÊs sake. By 
the spiritual implication of His Udi, Baba taught 
that the visible phenomena in the universe are as 
transient as the ash.

BabaÊs Udi breeds asceticism (vairagya). 
Vairagya is the real wealth for an aspirant. It 
helps him to do real sadhana. It makes the mind 
introvert. Vairagya puts a brake to the extrovert 
tendency of the mind. Even if the mind runs 
towards objects, at once vairagya will point out 
that there is pain there, that sensual enjoyment 
is the cause for rebirth and intense suffering. 
So the mind is bridled, and gradually through 
intense practice, it is established in real, lasting, 
sustained, intense vairagya. (Shri Sai Sat 
Charita, chapters 16-17)

Vairagya is the opposite of attachment 
(raga). Vairagya is dispassion. Vairagya is 

detachment. Vairagya is indifference to sensual 
enjoyment here and hereafter. 

A man of vairagya has no attraction for 
the material world. So, vairagya is a supreme, 
inexhaustible wealth for spiritual aspirants. 
Vairagya aids concentration of mind (samadhan) 
and generates intense longing for liberation or 
emancipation, or release (mumukshtwa).

Vairagya is of two grades : Para (supreme) 
vairagya and apara (relative) vairagya. Para 
vairagya comes after one attains self-realization. 
The whole world then appears like a straw. This 
gives intense spiritual strength.

Without vairagya there cannot be any real 
spiritual progress. In Vedanta it is the only vital, 
fundamental sadhana. If we have vairagya, all 
other virtues will come by themselves.

Patanjali Maharshi says :
Abhyasa vairagyabhyam tan nirodhah -
(Patanjali Yoga Sutras 1.12-1.16)
„the mind is controlled by meditation or 

sadhana and vairagya.‰ They are the two wings 
of the aspirant to soar high into the realm of 
Immortal Abode. 

The same thing Lord Krishna also says :
 Abhyasena tu Kaunteya, vairagyena cha 

grihyate -
(Srimad Bhagwad Gita 6.35)
„the mind is controlled by practice and 

dispassion and intense detachment.‰ By 
vairagya, the mind is detached. He who works in 
a detached way is not bound by karma (action). 
So, it is the aspirantsÊ duty to cultivate this one 
virtue, or sadhana-anka-vairagya.

Vairagya is born of asceticism (vivek), or 
discrimination between nitya and anitya (Eternal 
and non-eternal), sat and asat (Real and unreal), 
tattwa and atattwa (Essence and non-essence). 
(Shri Sai Sat Charita, chapter 10)

Vivek comes through selfless service 
done in several births and through pooja and 
aaradhana (worship and adoration of God), and 
through the Grace of the Lord. From vivek is 
born vairagya. It gives spiritual strength.



Discretion is another virtue that BabaÊs Udi
generates. Discretion allows one to deliberate 
well by separating, distinguishing, or discerning; 
then to ultimately make a good and responsible 
decision. (Shri Sai Sat Charita, chapters 16-17) 

As a virtue, discretion is closely related 
to the cardinal virtue of prudence, as it takes 
prudence to distinguish, discern, deliberate, and 
decide well.

Discretion perfects reason and is a salt that 
preserves life. For example, when Shakespeare 
writes in Henry IV, that „Discretion is the 
better part of valor,‰ he is implying that it is 
regularly good to think very attentively, before 
doing something that you will regret later in 
the future. The discreet person will possess 
the ability to distinguish between the virtue of 
courage and the vices of either cowardice or 
recklessness in making a decision. Discretion 
empowers us with the ability to find the golden 
mean, the virtue of courage, and not deviate 
either to the vice of deficiency (cowardice) or 
the vice of excess (recklessness). This implies 
that the prudent and discreet persons will 
employ good sense in carrying out the affairs 
of their everyday lives. They will have the good 
sense to distinguish when to speak and when 
to be silent, to decide when and how to act and 
when to do nothing at all. 

We can picture discretion as the safety 
guardrail on the highway of life. If we are 
prudent, we will exercise discretion every day. 
We will be wisely cautious in avoiding mistakes 
and learn from our own and other peopleÊs 
mistakes as well. We will employ practical 
wisdom and not be rash in exercising judgment. 
Oftentimes we will be road makers and not 
map readers; we will not simply follow the 
crowd. Discretion will often manifest itself in 
oneÊs words of speech and other outward acts. 
Its presence usually gives testimony to the fact 
that the person who displays it does possess 
an inward life and prays. A personÊs discretion 
makes him slow to anger, and it is to his credit 
that he ignores an offence.

BabaÊs Udi also induces quality of 
discernment, sense, and wisdom. Discernment 
combined with sense and wisdom is the ability 
to grasp, comprehend, and evaluate clearly. It 
means we can see the true nature of things; it 
allows us to distinguish between what is real 
and what is imitation. This is one of those 
intangible qualities that cannot be taught, but 
can be developed and improved upon over time.

of medicine, blessing and for healing. The 
devotees experienced the healing powers 
and soon the people were using it with love 
and faith. This holy ash has helped patients 
overcome many severe diseases. Issues like 
nightmares, tuberculosis, snake bites, etc. 
are healed by it. The medicinal properties of 
this holy ash are profound and unfathomable. 
People have shared their experiences - how 
they were asked to get operated, but were 
healed completely with  and medicines 
alone. Thus, time and again it has proved to 
be a panacea.

 The importance of the holy ash is stated 
in Shri Sai Sat Charita, chapters 33, 34 and 
35. Experiences of Sai devotees have also 
been given. Madhavrao and his younger

To teach this, Baba 
would offer  to all the visitors. For lakhs 
of devotees, this  is not less than elixir. 
Even today, people carry and keep  with 
immense faith. They do not mind waiting in 
long queues for getting . Seeing their 
faith, the Shri Sai Baba Sansthan (Trust) has 
made special provisions and has set up a 
separate department for .

Dwarkamai by the fi re lit by Sai Baba and 
which is burning till today.

it is distributed through the  distribution 
centre set up in the temple premises.

 Also, the donors receive a packet of  
with the receipt that they get after donating 
their articles at the donation counter. Those 
who give donations by money orders, 
cheques, demand drafts, online or through 
ATM, they are sent  through post. In 
addition, when festivals or celebrations are 
to be held, the invitees receive  along 
with the invitation cards. These tasks are 
carried by the  department.

The donation counter distributes on an 
average 10,000 packets of  daily. 
On an average, 1500-2000 receipts are 
made per day; so with each receipt a packet 
is given. In the previous year, 45,98,000 
packets of  and 41,43,000 packets of 

 were distributed.
The machines which are used to pack 

and distribute the  in plastic bags are 
donated by a devotee of Sai Baba - Sri 
Susheelbhai Ramani. The plastic rolls used 
for this purpose are also provided by him.

 The holy ash is prepared by burning 
dung cakes. These dung cakes are brought 
from rural areas. They are burnt and the ash 
produced is fi rst kept for cooling. Then, with 
the help of strainers, it is sieved and packed 
in small plastic packets and then distributed 
among devotees.

At present, the number of devotees 
who are also the members of the 

 of the Trust are 2,13,771. These 
include devotees who are patron, life and 
general members. When these members 
are invited, each one receives a packet of 

. The preparation for this is done one 
to 1½ month in advance. Thus, the holy 
ash that Baba wished to offer to everyone 
is distributed in this manner. Utmost care is 
taken to preserve the purity of the . The 
employees of this department work sincerely 
and faithfully.

The annual Shri Ram Navami festival was 
organized by the Shree Sai Baba Sansthan 
Trust, Shirdi this year from Friday, March 27 
to Sunday, March 29 amidst chants of Shri Sai 
Baba’s Name in an air of piety.
