It will be mandatory for the tenderers to deposit the sealed container of 15
kg weight of pure cow ghee filled in the tender at the Purchase
Department of Shri Saibaba Sansthan within the prescribed period. Your
firm name should be written on it. A box provided as a sample cannot be
returned or exchanged for any reason.
Only one sample of pure ghee quality brand packing should be submitted.
The tenderer while providing the sample of pure ghee should provide the
sample of his brand such that after receiving the supply order, same
quality brand of ghee will be supplied to the Sansthan.




Details of Pure Cow Ghee to be supplied, tender fee and earnest
money-

1. The details of pure ghee to be supplied are given in the BOQ. The BOQ
has been divided into four parts for supply of pure ghee in each of three
months from April to June 2025, July to September 2025, October to
December 2025 and January 2026 to March 2026. Tenderer can submit
tender for any 1 or 2 or 3 parts or for 4 parts. However, the tender fee and
earnest money will remain as mentioned below. In order to participate in
the tender process, the rates have to be filled in the online BOQ for the
best quality Pure Cow Ghee.

2 The rates filled in the BOQ for each part period shall be comparatively
considered separately.

3. After taking into consideration the rates filled in each segment, the final
decision will be taken as per lab reports & also as per the rates for the
respective period.

After
that the commercial bids of the qualified tenderers in the technical tender

2. After opening the commercial bids, the rates of the tenderers will be
Considered in a Comparative perspective and the prices of the renderers
will be compared Hon.Ad hoc/Hon. Management Committee the lowest
bidders and the final decision will be taken.

G. Terms and conditions

team coming for factory visit.

2 Supply order will be given subject to positive report of vendor audit and
final decision of Management Committee.

3. In case of any dispute regarding the said transaction, it will remain under
the jurisdiction of Rahata Court.

4. The Sansthan reserves the right to partially/fully accept or reject any
part/quarter or tender. It will not be binding on the Sansthan to give
reasons in this regard. However tender fee will not be refunded at any
condition for any reason.

5. The supplier shall be responsible for replacing the ghee at his own
expense if the supplied pure cow ghee smokes while frying the bundi, if
the bundi tastes bitter, foams while frying the bundi or any bad ghee is
found. No written/oral complaint can be made in this regard by the
supplier.

6. Since the said Pure Cow Ghee is used for Shree bundi and laddu prasad,
the supplier needs to take special care in terms of quality and standard of
‘Pure Cow Ghee supplied.

7. If the supplier is found to have made False Declaration/ Certification/
Corrupt Activities during the supply period, the supplier will be blacklisted.

8. The bill amount for ghee received short due to breakage of containers
while receiving delivery of ghee will be deducted from the supplier's bill
according to the quantity received.

9.  The Pure Cow Ghee supplied to the Sansthan should be made from cow's
milk cream/butter. Also the said ghee is to be supplied by the supplier
himself. Sub-contracting of supply will not be allowed.

10. The Sansthan reserves the right to make any changes, amendments or to
prescribe additional terms/conditions in the above terms and conditions.
Any condition/conditions of the holder expressing interest shall not be

binding on the Sansthan.

Mentioning rates including all taxes and charges while applying with
rates —

Rates should be quoted inclusive of GST, GST-TDS or any other
government tax, packing and forwarding charges, handling charges,
vehicle halting charges, transport charges, Warai etc., to F.O.R. Shirdi.
Tax deductions related to income tax, goods and service tax etc. will be
made from the bills as per government rules. Also, as the government will
change the rate of taxes from time to time, they will be implemented. If the
government introduces a new tax, it will be implemented as per the rules.
Rates quoted shall be per Quintal and inclusive of all cost and expenses.

Place of supply of Pure Cow Ghee -
Supply of Pure Cow Ghee at the mentioned rates will have to be done at

the Main Store Department/Panmala Godown of the Sansthan at Shirdi.

Security deposit amount and contract -

As per government procurement rules, the successful bidder will have to
keep with Sansthan a security deposit of 3% of the total amount of
approved ghee, to supply Pure Cow Ghee within the prescribed period. The
said amount has to be paid immediately after being informed that the bid is
accepted. This security deposit will be refunded after orderly supply of Pure
Cow Ghee. No interest will be earned on security deposit or earnest
money.

After acceptance of bid, the successful bidder shall appear at Shirdi and
execute a notarized contract on stamp paper of Rs.500/- at his own costs.
Without entering into agreement, bills for supply will not be paid.

Bid Validity period of rates -

The Bid validity period of the said e-tender will be 120 days from the last
date of online tender.

Procedure for acceptance of Pure Cow Ghee -

As per the description in the supply order, the brand to be supplied should
be mentioned and the ghee should be supplied as per the given brand and
the bill should be submitted accordingly.

Supply of Pure Cow Ghee should be of approved brand only. Inferior
quality, different type or variety or substandard ghee will not be accepted. If
such ghee is supplied, it will be binding on the supplier to take it back
immediately at his own expenses. The Sansthan will not be responsible for
its non-carrying or damage.

After getting the supply order, the supplier shall be bound to supply ghee of
the same brand approved by the Sansthan.

After sending the ghee to the Sansthan as per supply order, the ghee will
be inspected by the grade as prescribed by the Sansthan. It will be
accepted if found as per specification/Grade. Suppliers should make sure
to supply ghee of the same brand as quoted by bidder.

Since the quantity of ghee being supplied is high, it is checked by randomly
sampling by the Sansthan. However, even after acceptance of ghee, if a
lot, container or any ghee is found to be defective or found to be
adulterated or found to be of low quality or not of the sampled quality and
brand, the entire lot shall be rejected and will have to be replaced by bidder




at his own cost. Moreover, the Sansthan reserves the right to cancel the
original contract with the supplier for this reason.

The supply of Pure Cow Ghee should be done in new metal plate box
packing of 15 kg packed box only. The Pure Cow Ghee which is near
expiry date will be not accepted. Weight of container will be deducted while
accepting Pure Cow Ghee. Also the weight in grams will not be accepted
for the bill. The lid of the ghee container should be of Barry-cap style. The
material used for packing ghee should be of food grade quality.
If the ghee supplied in the supply order is found to be adulterated or of
inferior quality or not of the specified quality and brand, the entire
responsibility will remain on the supplier. The Sansthan shall not be liable
to pay the amount of such ghee supplied.
While supplying pure cow ghee, the batch report provided by the District
Health Laboratory/ NABL accredited Lab has to be submitted along with the
supply chalan.
While supplying Pure Cow Ghee, the successful bidder shall ensure that it
is as per the prescribed quality to meet the parameters of FSSAI, Agmark,
ISO 22000 certification or HACCP & ISO 9001 certification Norms. The
Sansthan will get its Lab inspection done from BIS/NABL/State
Govt./Central Govt. labs in this regard.
Procedure for laboratory testing of Pure Cow Ghee-
Ghee supplied will be tested by the Sansthan in Sansthan
Laboratory/District Health Laboratory/ NABL/BIS/Central Government/State
Government approved laboratory per batch as per requirement.
If the report of the ghee provided in the lab test conducted by the Sansthan
does not conform to FSSAI, Agmark, ISO 22000 certification or HACCP
& ISO 9001 certification Norms/Parameters or if it is found not suitable
due to any reason other than that standard, the said ghee has to be
replaced. In the meantime if the Sansthan has to buy Pure Cow Ghee from
outside, the excess cost amount plus a penalty of 5 per cent of the price of
ghee supplied will be recovered from bill amount/security deposit.
If the lab report of the Pure Cow Ghee supplied does not conform the
FSSAI, Agmark, ISO 22000 certification or HACCP & ISO 9001
certification Norms/Parameters, appropriate action will be taken against
the said supplier by the Sansthan. No complaint of the supplier will be
entertained in this regard.
If report of the Sansthan Lab or any lab which is done by Sansthan not
states that the Ghee is as per FSSAI, Agmark, ISO 22000 certification or
HACCP & ISO 9001 certification Norms/Parameters then the same
sample will be rechecked by Store Department at Central Govt/BIS/NABL

Lab at Mumbai. The lab report of the said lab will be considered final.
Method of Bill Payment -

The Sansthan will make endeavor to pay the bill of ghee supplied within 45
days after checking the ghee, ensuring that it is of correct quality and
quantity. However, due to technical queries the payment may be delayed.
But in this case supply must be completed as per demand.




If the ghee supplied by the supplier is rejected by the Sansthan and hence
the Sansthan has to purchase ghee from another supplier at market price
for the subsequent period, the excess cost will be recovered from the
security deposit or other ghee bills payable by the Sansthan.
While supplying ghee, the following items must be mentioned on the bills.

The order for supply of Pure Cow Ghee is given over the telephone or as
per the schedule given in the supply challan. If the Pure Cow Ghee is not
supplied within a maximum of 10 days from the issue of the supply
challan, or if it is rejected because it is not of the prescribed quality, then
the Sansthan reserves right to purchase it from open market. The excess
amount (difference) for such purchasable Pure Cow Ghee shall be
reimbursed by the supplier to the Sansthan. The Sansthan reserves the
right to recover the said compensation from the security deposit amount
or from previous/subsequent ghee bills. Please note that a penalty of
5% will be levied directly on the material supplied late after the
stipulated deadline communicated via phone/email. No complaint
will be entertained in this regard.
It is mandatory to supply Pure Cow Ghee at the approved rate and as per
the approved brand in the supply order. The Supplier shall not have the
right to ask for any increase in the agreed rate for any reason or such
increase shall not be granted. If the supplier refused to supply the Ghee or
does not supplied the Ghee, the Sansthan reserves the right to purchase it
from open market and the excess amount for the Ghee purchases will be
recovered as compensation and also necessary action will be taken by the
Sansthan.
If due to any unavoidable reason, prasad service has to be stopped due to
temple closure and in the meantime Pure Cow Ghee balance is with the
Sansthan and it is to be returned by the Sansthan, it has to be taken back
or replaced by the supplier.
If the supplier does not supply Pure Cow Ghee for any reason and violates
any of the terms and conditions mentioned by the Sansthan, the supply
order will be cancelled and the supplier will be blacklisted for the next 3
years.

The period of supply of Pure Cow Ghee will be from on or before April 2025
to March 31, 2026.

The order for supply of Pure Cow Ghee would be given over the telephone
or as per the e-mail of supply challan. The Ghee is to be supplied within 10
days or schedule given in the supply challan.

Entire quantity of the Pure Cow Ghee will not be taken at once. The
Quantity of the supply order will be given from time to time every month as
per the supply challan. Also you have to supply as per the policy of the
Sansthan every month as this service is depend upon the rush of Saibaba
devotees visiting Shirdi for darshan. The Sansthan will not be bound to
accept supply of more than the requisitioned.

If the quarterly supply of pure cow ghee mentioned in the order is
completed during the supply period, it will be obligatory on the supplier to
supply 50 percent more than the total quantity of Pure Cow Ghee
mentioned in the contract at the same agreed quarterly rate.

In the last quarter of the tender supply period i.e. from 1st January 2026 to
