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Divine Experiences of Sai Maharaj
The Sacred Udi of 

Shree Sai Baba
When faith defeated Diphtheria! 
A family’s trial and
Baba’s Blessings...
It was a Thursday in the second 

fortnight of August 1931 when my 
eldest granddaughter, who was just 

six-year-old, suddenly developed a 
high fever. 

Until then, she had been an 
active and lively child. But, by her 
temperature soared above 103 
degrees, and the energy seemed 
to drain from her little body. She lay 
paralyzed by the fever’s force.
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Her mother wasted no time in 
calling Dr. Kothare, who gave her 
medicine. When I returned from office 
in the evening and learned of the 
matter, I assumed it was a seasonal 
illness. 

Heavy rains had lashed our 
region that July and August, and 
such fevers came and went quickly. 
Indeed, by the next morning her fever 
subsided, and she was up and about 
again - cheerful, playing as usual.

On Friday and Saturday, there 
was no sign of illness. We felt 
reassured. But, on Sunday, as the 
rains cooled the air once more, the 
child pulled the blanket over herself, 
saying she felt cold.

The girl’s uncle is a doctor. He is 
living in Mumbai and has his practice 
there. He comes from Mumbai on 
Sundays and festival days to meet 
his father and everyone else in the 
family. After having lunch and tea with 
all of us he returns to Mumbai.

On his way back, seeing the 
girl sleeping with a blanket, he told 
us all that she must have a fever. 
Accordingly, from the evening, the 
fever rose gradually and reached 104 
C by nightfall.

The next morning, Dr. Kothare 
was summoned again. As he 
examined her throat, he noticed a 
small yellow swelling, no bigger than 
a gram seed, on her left tonsil. His 
expression changed at once. 

“This is serious,” he said gravely. 
“This looks like diphtheria. Don’t waste 
a moment - take her to Parel Hospital 
in Mumbai immediately, and show 

her to Dr. Khanolkar. Every passing 
hour is precious. I cannot arrange the 
injection here.”

At his words, my heart sank. 
My hands and feet trembled, for I 
knew from books how dreadful and 
contagious diphtheria was. In those 
days, the disease was often fatal, 
and its mention alone could terrify an 
entire household. It was around nine 
in the morning when we received this 
grim verdict.

We quickly informed about this 
fact to our son, who is a doctor by 
profession, over telephone. He rushed 
over in half an hour from Mumbai. By 
then, the child was bundled in warm 
clothes, and placed in a closed car 
with the doctor for the urgent journey 
to Parel. 

Before she was taken away, 
we prayed earnestly to Shree Sai 
Mauli and applied a pinch of Baba’s 
Udi to her forehead, trusting in His 
benevolence and mercy.

At the hospital, Dr. Khanolkar 
examined her throat, and confirmed 
the diagnosis. His face betrayed 
concern. “Give her the antitoxin 
injection at once,” he ordered. 

Yet, there was a complication. 
If the injection was administered at 
the hospital, the child would have 
to be transferred immediately to 
Arthur Road Infectious Diseases 
Hospital. Considering her tender age 
and sensitive nature, the separation 
from family in such a frightening 
environment might weaken her spirit 
further.

Thus, a decision was made : 
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treatment should continue at home, 
under strict isolation, with family 
close by but carefully shielded. The 
girl was brought back, while her 
uncle procured the injection from 
the hospital. By noon, treatment had 
begun in earnest.

The disease progressed swiftly, 
forming a wide yellowish membrane 
across her throat. It threatened 
to block her breathing. Yet, with 
determined medical attention and 
constant prayer at Baba’s Feet, a 
change began to show. 

By the third day - Wednesday 
morning - the dreaded coating 
loosened and came away entirely. 
It was burnt at once on a lit grate, a 
symbolic end to the ordeal.

To everyone’s astonishment, 
the child’s condition improved rapidly 
thereafter. Dr. Khanolkar, who had 
prepared us for the worst, was himself 
relieved and joyous. 

He confessed frankly that he had 
little hope the girl would survive. And 
yet, survive she did, restored to health 
by what we knew was not merely 
medicine but the Grace of Shree Sai 
Nath flowing through it.

Meanwhile, the entire household 
had to follow prophylactic treatment, 
taking oral medicine twice daily for 
many days, to ensure the disease 
spread no further. 

By Baba’s Blessing, not a single 
other family member was affected. 
Looking back, the memory of those 
anxious hours still shakes me. 

But, along with the fear, there is 
immense gratitude. For in that dark 
hour, Sai Mauli guided us at every 
step - through the wisdom of doctors, 
the shield of His Udi, and the inner 
strength to endure.

I write this account in detail for 
the benefit of readers and fellow 
devotees. Let them know that 
when all worldly avenues appear 
uncertain, Baba never abandons His 
children. His care comes not always 
in thunderous miracles, but in gentle 
guidance - directing us to the right 
people, the right actions and the right 
moment to save us.

In this case, modern medicine 
and Baba’s Grace worked hand in 
hand. But, in truth, it was His will alone 
that ensured the child’s survival. To 
us, the outcome was nothing short of 
miraculous.

There is no doubt in my mind 
that Shree Sai Baba rescued our 
family from what could have been a 
tragic loss. May every devotee hold 
fast to faith in Him, for He is the ever-
watchful guardian who lightens the 
heaviest burdens.

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Shree Ram Navami Festival - 2026
The Shree Ram Navami Utsav (festival) 

was started by the devotees of Sai Baba in 
Shirdi in 1911 with the permission of Shree 
Sai Baba. Since then this festival is celebrated 
every year in Shirdi with great enthusiasm. 
The 115th Shree Ram Navami festival was 
celebrated this year from Wednesday, March 
25 to Friday, March 27, 2026 in the presence 
of lakhs of Sai devotees and Shirdi villagers 
in an atmosphere of devotion and reverence.

Considering the possible crowd of Sai 
devotees during the festival the total about 
75 thousand sq.ft. cloth mandaps (sheds) 
with canvas roofs were erected at the temple 
and Sansthan premises for protection from 
the sun. As also, about 37 thousand 500 
sq.ft. mandaps (sheds) with residential cloth 
mandaps with bedding and awning were 
erected at Shree Sai Baba Bhakt Niwas Sthan 
(500 rooms) and Shree Sai Dharmashala 
as an additional accommodation for the 
devotees. Electricity and water supply, toilets 
and security arrangements were provided in 
these sheds.

Starting first aid centers at Dixit Wada in 
front of Gurusthan, Gate No. 2 Darshan Line, 
Darshan Line on the second floor of Shanti 
Niwas Bldg., Shree Sai Baba Samadhi Mandir 

Shatabdi Mandap beside the Hanuman 
temple, Shree Sai Ashram (100 rooms), Shree 
Sai Prasadalaya and other necessary places 
ambulance was also deployed at these places 
for emergency medical services. Additional 
buses were arranged from Shree Sai Ashram, 
Shree Sai Baba Bhakt Niwas Sthan, Shree 
Sai Dharmashala, Shree Sai Prasadalaya and 
other places for the devotees to come and go 
for the darshan of Shree Sai Baba. Prasad 
Bhojan, ladoo, break-fast etc. facilities were 
properly planned.

Security personnel, police officers and 
employees, Rapid Action Force squad, bomb 
detection squad of the Sansthan’s security 
department were deployed to maintain proper 
security in the temple premises and Shirdi 
premises. Along with this, Shree Saibaba 
Sansthan Trust, Shirdi, Police Administration 
and Shirdi Nagar Panchayat’s joint anti-
encroachment and agent-preventive squads 
were also kept in readiness.

To ensure appropriate accommodation 
facility for the padayatris (pilgrims on foot) 
accompanying the palanquins from Mumbai 
and the regions, the Sansthan having 
erected cloth sheds of total about 1 lakh 12 
thousand sq.ft. with bedding and awning at 
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the palanquin halts on the Mumbai to Shirdi 
highway at Kalam Wadi, Kasara bypass, Latif 
Wadi, Ghoti, Sinnar, Khopadi, Pangari, Wavi, 
Maldhon and Pathare, provided electricity and 
water supply in those palanquin halts. Shri 
Valmikrao Katkade brothers of Kopargaon 
had given 10 free water tankers with drivers 
for water supply. The Sansthan provided the 
fuel cost and supervision arrangement for this 
work. Mobile toilet vans were arranged for the 
padayatris. Emergency medical facilities were 
provided to the padayatris on the route from 
Sinnar to Shirdi as required. A mobile medical 
squad was deployed for this purpose.

The Sansthan’s Chief Executive Officer 
Shri Goraksha Gadilkar and Deputy Chief 
Executive Officer Shri Bheemraj Darade 
went to Sinnar and welcomed the palanquins 
coming for the festival. They also participated 
in walking with the palanquins.

After arriving Shirdi the palanquins were 
welcomed on behalf of the Sansthan.
