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In the teachings of Incarnations 
like Lord Ram and Lord Krishna are 
immortalized in the epics.

As I write these words in the year 
2025, seven years have passed since the 
centenary of Sai Baba’s Mahasamadhi
was observed with divine fervor. Yet the 
fragrance of that sacred milestone remains 
ever fresh in my soul, like the sacred Udi
that transcends time.

The very land on which the Samadhi 
Mandir in Shirdi stands was once, but 
a barren tract. It was transformed into a 

spiritual nucleus by the grace of Sai Baba, 
and the devotion of Shriman Gopalrav 
Mukund, alias Bapusaheb Butti of Nagpur. 
What began as a dream of building a rest 
house with a temple for Lord Krishna was 
soon sanctified by Baba’s divine wish. 
Baba’s words still echo through time : 
“When the temple is built, we shall inhabit 
it, and ever afterwards live in joy.”

On the day of His Mahasamadhi, 15th 
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October 1918, Baba said, “Carry me to the 
dagadi wada,” thus choosing His eternal 
abode. From there, He began a new chapter 
- not of departure, but of deeper presence. 
The sculpted image of Baba, carved from 
Italian marble by Balaji Vasant Talim in 
1954, has since become the radiant heart 
of Shirdi. As foretold by Baba Himself, “I 
shall be active and vigorous even from the 
tomb.”

Indeed, He is.
My own journey with Sai Baba began 

in 1985, when I first visited Shirdi upon 
my father’s urging. The moment I stepped 
into the Samadhi Mandir, I heard a voice 
: “Accha to tum aa gaye ho, maine hi 
tumhare pita se kahakar tumhe yahan 
bulaya hai.” Bewildered, I looked around, 
only to find that the voice resided not in any 
human, but in the sanctum itself. That voice 
has remained with me ever since, guiding, 
protecting, and transforming.

In Sai Baba, 
I found not merely 
a Guru or a saint, 
but a companion 
- my Krishna, my 
Arjun, my eternal 
friend. When I 
recall Baba’s bond 
with Shama, and 
Krishna’s with Arjun, 
I feel no hesitation in 
claiming a humble 
place in that continuum of divine friendship. 

Over the years, my life has been 
marked by miraculous interventions that 
defy logic, but not faith. On a rainy February 
day in 1998, while driving with my family 
in Dehra Dun, our car hurtled down a 
deep gorge due to brake failure. As death 
loomed, we cried out, “O Sai ! Save us !” 
Miraculously, we emerged unscathed, 
cradled, I believe, in Baba’s invisible hands. 
My car was destroyed, but our lives were 
spared. Sai took the blow upon Himself, 
just as He had once thrust His hand into the 
Dhuni to save a blacksmith’s child.
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In another instance, during a college 
felicitation programme in 1996, I collapsed 
at the podium. Doctors declared me lifeless. 
And yet, within moments, I revived, as if 
Baba had re-breathed life into me. Such 
leelas remind me of His words to Damu 
Anna : “Call out my name, and wherever I 
am, I’ll come running.”

Even in recent years, His presence 
has remained vivid. In 2017, after a delicate 
surgery in Delhi, I saw a silhouette departing 
my recovery room - a form, I instantly 
recognized as Sai. That ‘shadow’ brought 
me home.

He has not only guarded my life but 
elevated it. When my family lacked means, 
Baba blessed us with abundance. Once, 
after losing our car in the accident, a Fakir 
appeared at my door, left behind a jhola, 
and vanished. From that bag, prosperity 
unfolded. Sai’s ways are mysterious, but 
never uncertain.

What is death to the world is not death 
to Baba. He who was never confined to His 
body cannot be confined to a tomb. As the 
Sai Satcharita assures, and my life testifies, 
Baba is ever-living, ever-guiding, and ever-
compassionate.

Today, as I reflect on the centenary, 
and beyond, I do not merely remember 
events - I relive them. Sai Baba did not just 
change my destiny; He rewrote it.

O Sai ! it is death that is dead, not You.
Forever I’ll cherish; forever my chant 

roars, only for You.

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Divine Experiences of Sai Maharaj
The Sacred Udi of 

Shree Sai Baba
A Plea - The Healing of Little 

Child…
One evening (between 8.15 and 

8.30 pm), the house of L.M. Pradhan, 
a devoted Talathi, was visited by his 
dear friend R.R. Laxmanrao Khare. In 
great distress, he said,

“My servant’s son - he’s only 8 
or 9 - has been bitten by a poisonous 
animal (called Chud in rural language)! 
Do you have any medicine?”

Pradhan was just sitting down to 
dinner, but faith outranked food.

He calmly told his wife,
“Give him the Udi I keep in the 

temple at home in the name of Baba.”
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The Udi was immediately taken, 
and handed over. Laxmanrao gave it 
to his servant and the servant gave 
it to his son, mixed with water. The 
moment the sacred Udi entered into 
the child’s stomach, the boy fell into a 
peaceful sleep - as if wrapped in the 
healing hands of Baba Himself.

The anxious family watched him 
throughout the night.

By morning, something 
astonishing happened. The effects of 
the poison had vanished completely.

There was no doubt - this was not 
just a coincidence. This was Baba’s 
grace - alive through the Udi.

 A Life on the Brink - The Recovery 
of Vishwanath…

But, the story did not end here. 
My (L.M. Pradhan’s) young son, 
Vishwanath, just 9 years old.

One day, the boy fell from a height 
of just one foot - a minor fall. But, 
immediately, he said, “I am suffering 
from a cold.”

Thinking it might be malaria, my 
wife and I tucked him into bed. He 
seemed to sleep soundly; so no one 
disturbed him. But, by 7 o’clock that 
evening, they we tried to wake him, 
and found him unconscious.

We panicked, and called a 
doctor who examined him and gave 
his verdict,

“The boy is in arthritis. His 
condition is critical.”

More doctors were consulted. 
Medicines were administered. Some 
advised taking him to the hospital. 
But, no one could offer hope.

I recall - “But, how can a human 
doctor match the power of Shree Sai 
Baba, the true divine doctor?”

The atmosphere was heavy with 
grief. Preparations for final rites had 
begun. Close family members and 
neighbours gathered, expecting the 
worst.

At that moment, a voice of faith 
broke through.

“Don’t worry - the child is alive.”
It was Ganga Roopbai, my sister-

in-law. With quiet resolve, she opened 
the boy’s mouth with a spoon, and 
placed Udi inside.

There was no certainty whether 
the Udi even went into his stomach. 
But, it happened - something 
miraculous stirred. Three days of 
unconsciousness ended.

He first bowed before Baba’s 
frame. Then he bowed to Ganga 
Roopbai, and to everyone else 
around. There was no doubt that  
Baba had brought my son back from 
certain death.

 Gratitude Beyond Words…

I experienced Baba’s Udi many 
times - but this time, it touched my very 
soul. Still, I hesitated to share these 
stories for a long time. I feared, what 
people might say. ‘lokapavad’, I called 
it - worldly gossip and skepticism.

But then, while reading a 
previous issue (Year 6, issues 11-12) 
of Shri Saileela, something changed. 
I felt a sudden inspiration - as if Baba 
Himself whispered in my heart -

“Speak the truth of your 
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experience!”
And so, I wrote - “This is the 

power of Udi. Shree Baba’s Leela is 
unfathomable. Only true Sai devotees 
will understand its greatness.”

 A Final Note of Humility…
I end my letter with a promise. 

If Baba permits, I would share more 
about a dream that once disturbed 
me, and how param bhakta late 
Dabholkar helped me understand its 
meaning.

I sign off not as a scholar, not 
as a storyteller - but as a grateful 
devotee, overflowing with humility 
and reverence.

In the year 1924, in a home 

glowing with the presence of Lord 
Ganapati during the festival of 
Ganesh Chaturthi, we witnessed the 
divine power of Shree Sai Baba’s Udi 
in moments of extreme crisis.

 The child and the Lord of 
Auspiciousness…

Ganesh Chaturthi was always 
celebrated with deep devotion in the 
home. Each year, Shree Ganapati 
was welcomed and worshipped for 
one and a half days. But, this time, 
there was sorrow hanging over the 
celebration.

The elder brother’s four-year-
old daughter had been suffering 

from a long-standing illness. Despite 
every treatment, her condition had 
not improved. On the fifth day of 
Bhadrapad Shuddha, the day of 
Shree Morya’s immersion, her fever 
flared dangerously high, and she lost 
all consciousness.

The doctor arrived promptly, but 
gave a grim verdict : “She may not 
survive more than half an hour.”

Terror gripped the hearts of the 
family. Yet, in that moment of despair, 
we did what every Sai devotee does 
when the world offers no hope - we 
surrendered at Baba’s feet.

We prayed to Lord Shree 
Mangalmurti, and to Shree Sadguru 
Mauli Sai Baba in tears.

Then, we gave the child a pinch 
of Udi. From that moment on, a subtle 
change began.

Though sand was kept nearby 
- perhaps in preparation for the 
inevitable - the child’s condition 
stabilized. And, over the next three 
days, her health improved steadily.

There was no doubt - it was Udi 
Mauli who had come silently to heal 
and save.

 A Labor of Pain, Eased by 
Faith…

My friend, Sri Vaman Bhikaji 
Pradhan’s wife was pregrant of seven 
months. Suddenly she had gone 
into labour and was experiencing 
severe pain. He didn’t attend office 
that day, and when he came the 
following morning, he shared what 
had happened.
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Hearing his worry, I gave him a 
small packet of Shree Sadguru Sai 
Baba’s Udi - no other medicine, no 
other ritual.

That evening, when he returned 
home, he gave the Udi as prasad to 
his wife. And, within half an hour, a 
miraculous shift occurred - the pain 
stopped entirely. Not only that, but his 
wife felt clear-headed and strong, as 
though grace had entered her body.

The next day, Vaman returned 
to the office and asked in a puzzled 
tone, “What was in that Udi that you 
had given me?”

The answer was simple with a 
smile : “It was nothing, but the Udi of 
Shree Sai Baba.”

Up until that point, Vaman Bhikaji 
had never been to Shirdi, nor had 
he seen Baba. But, this experience 
changed everything.

He soon took his entire family to 
Shirdi for Baba’s darshan. From that 
day forward, he became a lifelong 
devotee, dedicating his heart and 
service to Shree Sai Baba.

 Conclusion : The Infinite Leela…

 The Journey Begins Amidst a 

Storm…
It was September 1918, and the 

city of Pune was gripped by fear - a 
cruel influenza epidemic had spread 
its shadow across the land. People 
were scrambling to save their lives.

Amid this, we decided to leave 
for Kannod, where my father served 
as a judge. The thought arose gently 

within me : “Could we go to Shirdi? 
Could we get a glimpse of our Master?”

But, I hesitated. Our uncle, 
though loving, was stern by nature. I 
could not gather the courage to speak 
of it.

To my joy, my two paternal 
aunts, who shared the same yearning 
approached me. They too longed 
for Shree Sai Baba’s darshan. They 
urged me to ask - and I did. And, 
by Baba’s grace, permission was 
granted.

We planned our trip carefully. 
Tickets were booked on September 
29, 1918, a Sunday evening, from 
Pune to Manmad, via Daund. But, 
the train was delayed by nearly two 
hours, and we were crammed into an 
overcrowded bogie.

We reached Daund by 10 p.m., 
only to miss our next connection. And, 
in the early morning hours, a ticket 
collector forced us off a compartment 
reserved for the military.

With nowhere to go and no seats 
to claim, I sighed in despair : “It’s best 
to give up this idea of going to Shirdi.” 
Still the heart was full of hope.

But, before the breath of 
surrender had left me, the very 
same ticket collector returned. “I’ve 
arranged seats for you all. Come, 
there’s place.”

He led us to a new compartment, 
and at last, we sat - relieved and 
grateful. 

Darshan of the Divine…
We arrived in Shirdi on Monday 
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afternoon. Our first stop was Shri B. S. 
Kakasaheb Dixit, who kindly offered 
us lodging in the wada.

Then, carrying pooja materials, 
we made our way to the Masjid for 
Sai Baba’s darshan.

Baba sat silently, His body weary 
with fever, but His presence, as 
always, was a force of divine peace. 
I bowed at His feet, my soul flooded 
with grace. Though He was unwell, 
He permitted us to stay. 

Unplanned, But Not Uninvited…
Later that evening, I met Shri 

Muktaramji. Though we had never 
spoken before, he welcomed me 
warmly : “It is good you have come at 
this time.”

I did not understand the meaning 
of his words then. But, I would soon. 
The next day too, Tuesday, we 
remained in Shirdi.

At that time, Baba’s health 
continued to trouble our hearts. He 
did not attend the Chavadi procession 
that night. Despite our ticket date 
being passed, we decided to stay.

On Wednesday, our final morning 
in Shirdi, we planned to leave early. 
My aunt began preparing a simple 
meal - besan bhaat or dashami. But, 
on my way back from a morning bath 
in the Shiv stream, I came across a 
milkman.

The quantity of milk we received 
was far more than expected. Inspired 
by this abundance, my aunt chose to 
prepare kheer instead. She lovingly 
added ingredients and offered it to 

Sai Baba.
What began as a frugal meal 

turned into a divine offering. Indeed, 
it was Baba who changed the menu!

Signs and Thoughts on 
Departure…

As I sat in the horse cart, two 
thoughts entered my mind :

1. “It’s Wednesday… some 
believe if you leave on a Wednesday, 
you may not return or meet again.”

2. “When I reach Kannod, I shall 
worship Sai Baba daily.”

The first thought vanished quickly 
- for Samarth Sadguru, all days are 
the same. The second thought took 
root in my heart.

We departed from Shirdi, and 
though the journey had its small 
hurdles, every step carried Baba’s 
grace. We reached Harda safely by 
Thursday morning.

 Called Back — The Forgotten 
Udi…

After sending my family 
forward to Nemavar, I went to meet 
Shri Sadubhaiyya. He insisted on 
snacks, and I shared my entire Shirdi 
experience with him.

As I was about to leave, he 
suddenly asked, “Didn’t you bring us 
Udi?”

Startled, I pulled it from my 
pocket and handed it to him.

He smiled knowingly : “That’s 
why Sai Baba sent you back.”

Only then did I understand the 
delayed departure, the missed trains, 
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the punctured bicycle - all part of Sai’s 
divine plan to deliver His Udi prasad.

 Worship Begins on the Banks of 
Narmada…

I reached Nemavar, bathed in 
the sacred River Narmada, and stood 
silently on her banks.

There, gazing at the white 
flowers floating in the water, I recalled 
the emotions of leaving Shirdi. I 
gathered the flowers, took out Baba’s 
photograph, and worshipped Him 
with devotion.

And from the next day in Kannod, 
I began the daily pooja of Sai Baba - 
as I had promised in my heart.

Final Reflections…
Every obstacle, every twist in the 

road, had meaning.
The journey seemed delayed, but 

it was precisely timed by the Master.

Through the fevered body, He 
gave darshan. Through Udi, He 
healed.

Through a milkman, He created 
an offering.

Through a forgotten packet of 
Udi, He called me back.

Such is the Leela of Sadguru 
Sai Baba - subtle, silent, and always 
overflowing... !

To reach Shirdi is to return home. 
Every journey to Him is already written 
- in the heart, in the stars, and in the 
soul...

But, such 
recommendations creating hindrance to 
devotees’ coming in the general line for 
darshan, adds further stress on security, 
police and the public relations department 
of the Sansthan. As a solution to this, now 
the recommendation-holding honourable 
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devotees can avail darshan at the following 
‘Break-darshan’ time only : 9 a.m. to 10 
a.m., 2.30 p.m. to 3.30 p.m. 8 p.m. to 8.30 
p.m.

Mandatory Procedure for ‘Break-
darshan’

To avail the benefit of this facility, 
authorized representatives of various 
departments must register in advance with 
the Sansthan’s public relations department. 
Such registered Sai devotees should be 
present at the Sansthan’s public relations 
department half an hour prior to the ‘Break-
darshan’ time and obtain their paid pass.
Such pass-holding Sai devotees will be 
given the ‘Break-darshan’ facility at the time 
specified by the Sansthan’s public relations 
department.

Facility For General Devotees
Same As Before - 
The darshan facility at Gate No. 6 (Paid 

darshan) and Gate No. 7 (Free darshan) will 
remain as before. The specified entry, for 
citizens of Shirdi and surrounding regions, 
senior citizens, divyang persons, pregnant 
women and families with new-born infants, 
will remain functional as before.

Darshan Facility as per the Protocol 
Will Be Retained - 

The darshan facility under protocol 
will continue to be retained for the present 
and former President, Vice President of the 

Indian Republic, Prime Minister, Deputy 
Prime Minister, Governors of all States, Chief 
Justice of the Supreme Court and other Chief 
Justices, Speaker/Deputy Speaker of Lok 
Sabha, Speaker/Deputy Speaker of Rajya 
Sabha, all Ministers of the Central Cabinet, 
Chief Ministers of all States, all Ministers of 
the Maharashtra State Cabinet, Speaker 
and Deputy Speaker of Maharashtra State 
Vidhan Sabha/Vidhan Parishad, Members 
of Parliament and the State Assembly, 
Council of Maharashtra State, Chief Justice 
of various High Courts along with that of 
Maharashtra State and all other Judges, 
Prominent Industrialists, International 
Players, Cine Actors/Actresses, Scientists, 
present and former Chairman, Deputy 
Chairman and Members of the Sansthan 
Management/Ad-hoc Committee and other 
important people. Also, the darshan facility 
under the protocol will continue as usual for 
those devotees who donate more than one 
lakh rupees.

Shree Saibaba Sansthan always 
strives to provide orderly, transparent 
and disciplined service-facilities for the 
welfare of the devotees. The Sansthan 
administration expressed confidence that 
the ‘Break-darshan’ facility, reducing the 
stress on the temple administration as also 
other government machinery at the taluka 
level, will enable general Sai devotees 
to experience hurdle-free and satisfying 
darshan.
