5. In terms of our appointment under Section 17(2) (¢) of the Act and on the basis
of the information and explanations given to us and books, records and
documents produced before us, we report to the best of our knowledge and belief
that:

b. Receipts and disbursements are properly and correctly shown in the books
of account;

c. The cash balance and vouchers in the custody of the manager or trustee on
the date of audit were in agreement with the accounts;

d. All books, deeds, accounts, vouchers, or other documents or records read
with our comments as stated in para 5(a) to (c) above, required by us were
produced before us;

Rs.10,00,000/-,;

i. No monies of the Trust have been invested during the year contrary to the
provisions of the Act;

j. On the basis of books and records produced before us and information and
explanations given to us, no alienation of the immovable property contrary
to the provisions of Section 17 of the Act, has come to our notice;

k. As per the information and explanations given to us and so far as it
appears from the books of account, we have not come across any material
case of irregular, illegal or improper expenditure or failure or omission to
recover material amount of money or other property belonging to the Trust
or of material loss of waste of money or property thereof;

|, As per the information provided to uis, the annual budget has been filed
with the State Government as provided under the Act;

m.The meetings are held regularly as provided in the Act and the minute book
of the proceedings of the meetings is updated;

n. As per the information and explanations given to us and documents
produced before us, none of the Committee members has any interest in
the investment of the Trust or is a debtor or creditor of the Trust.

I. As referred to in point no 3 of our Audit Report:

1. Funds invested in the form of fixed deposits with Nationalised Banks out of
foreign currency donations recefved in the past have been maintained with
other fixed deposits created out of general donations of the Trust;

2. As stated in Note no (iv){2) to notes to accounts, as per the practice
consistently followed in the past, various assets such as Flant & machinery,
Equipment, Computers, Furniture’s and fixtures etc. received from
donors during the year has been accounted at a nominal value of Re.l/-
instead of their actual values;

3. The process for scrapping of unusable/ outdated items of movable and
immovable properties of the Trust has not been formalized/ strictly
implemented;

4. Reconciliation of Membership Fund ("Permanent Fund”) with regard to the
number of members (Foreign and Indians) with fees collected and the balance
in the Fund account is under progress;

5. As stated in Note no. (iv)(7) to notes to accounts, the provision for leave
encashment has not been made In books of account and provision for Gratuity
has not been made as per the actuarial valuation;

6. As stated in Note no. (iv){8) to notes to accounts, the "Provident Fund
Fluctuation Fund" amounting to Rs. 23,94,550/- is subject to reconciliation
and adjustment in the books of account,;

7. As stated in Note no. (iv)(13) to notes to accounts, an amount of Rs. 8
Crores deposited with Hon'ble High Court, Judicature at Bombay, Aurangabad
Bench towards the evacuation of the vendors at the Land of Sirdi Nagar
Panchayat, has not been adjusted in books of account;

8. As stated in Note no. (iv)(14) to notes to accounts, the utilization certificates
of amount paid for Jalayukta Shivar Abhiyan has not yet been received from
15 Districts and unspent amount of Rs, 161.50 Lakhs has not been refunded
by 7 Districts to the Trust;
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Y 9. The criteria for selection of Hospitals for medical aid has not been formalized/
not been strictly followed;

10. As per the practice followed consistently in the past, donations
received in the form of gold plating on various assets of the Trust is
not considered as donation and are not valued and accounted for in
the books of account. The impact of the said accounting policy on the
Income and Expenditure Account is not readily ascertainable;

11. As per the practice followed consistently in the past, average interest
income earned during the year on all the investments was allocated on
Earmarked Funds proportionate to the opening balances on the basis
instead of actual;

12. The cash in Offertory Box/ Hundi as on 31% March, 2024 which, as per the
practice consistently followed in the past, counted and accounted in April,
2024. As such, the closing balance of cash in hand as at 31* March, 2024 is
less to the extent cash accounted iri the financial year ended 31 March,
2025. As the combined cash is counted in April, 2024, the amount of cash
short booked on 31% March, 2024 could not be ascertained;

13. for Cash received at the donation counters and against sale of Ladoos,
publication receipts, sale of gold coins etc. after 2 P.M. as at 31*
March,2024 was accounted for on the folfowing day i.e. in April,2024.
As such, the closing balance of cash in hand as at 31% March, 2024 is less to
the extent of Rs.22,90,991/- which is accounted in the financial year ended
31% March, 2025.

Notes To Financial Statements For The Year Ended 31st March, 2024,

i) Trust Information:

Shree Saibaba Sansthan Trust (Shirdi) (hereinafter referred as the Trust) was
earlier registered under the Bombay Public Trusts Act, 1950 under the name
“Shirdi Sansthan of Shree Saibaba". However, on account of continuous
litigation over the control and management of the Trust and in order
to enable the Trust to give more facilities for the devotees and to
undertake wider welfare activities from its surplus funds for the
general public, it was considered necessary by the Government of
Maharashtra to make a separate Law to reconstitute the Trust a"nd to
provide for management by a Committee directly under the direct
supervision and control of the Maharashtra State Government.
Accordingly, the Government of Maharashtra on being satisfied about
the necessity enacted "Shree Saibaba Sansthan Trust (Shirdi) Act,
2004” on 23™ August, 2004 (Act).

These Financial Statements were approved in accordance with a circular
resclution of the Managing Committee of the Trust on Dt.20.11.2024

i) Main Objects:

The main objects of the Trust that is administered under the Act are as
under:

i. To maintain, manage and administer the Temple and Trust
Properties;

ii. To Conduct and perform the rituals, worship, ceremonieg and
festivals inthe Temple according to customs and usage;

iii. To provide facilities and amenities to the devotees for darshan of
the deity and for offering prayers or performing any service or
ceremony in the Temple;

iv. Disseminate and propogate useful knowledge about the life, activities,
Leelas and teachings of Shree Saibaba and expand the library of Shree
Saibaba literature;

v. To develop, maintain, manage and to make improvements in the
Trust Property and to acquire or purchase lands or buildings or
properties required for the purpose of development and carrying out
schemes of the Trust;

vi. To provide meals to the devotees and to run Annachatra;

vii. To establish and maintain any educational institutions, hospitals.
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iii) Summary of Significant Accounting Policies Followed by The Trust:

a. Basis of Preparation of Financial Statements

The financial statements of the Trust have been prepared in
accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, the
applicable Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India and the guidelines issued under the
Act, as amended.

b. Historical Cost Convention

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost and
are on accrual basis unless otherwise stated.

<. Rounding off

The financial statements are prepared in IMR, which is also the Trust's
functional and reporting currency and all values are rounded to the nearest
Rupee, except when indicated otherwise.

d. Use of Estimates and Judgments

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with applicable
Accounting Standards requires management to make estimates,
judgments and assumptions that affect the application of accounting
policies and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including
- contingent liabilities) and disclosures of as the date of the financial
- statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses for the
reporting period. In view of the inherent uncertainties and a level of
subjectivity involved in measurement of items, it is possible that actual
results could differ from these estimates. Accounting estimates and
underlying assumptions are reviewed on am ongoing basis and could
change from period to period. Any revisions to the accounting
estimates are recognized prospectively.

e. Revenue Recognition

Income and Donation in Kind

i) All direct & indirect income including donations received from
devotees, income from fixed deposits is recognized on accrual
basis by the Trust except for the following which is accounted
for on cash basis:

a. Donation received In Offertory Box/ Hundi is accounted only
when the said Offertory Box /Hundi is opened on the pre-
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decided days,;

b. Government Grant in Aid for various educations institutions of
the trust in the form of scholarships to students, Right to
Education reimbursements;

i) The ornaments, items of gold, silver and precious stones (the
Items) received at donation counters from time to time are kept
in safe custody of the Trust with donation receipt number,
description, weight etc, of the said items;

“r

The Items received in Offertory Box/ Hundi are valued and
accounted on the date of opening of the Offertory Box/ Hundi.
The Items received are kept in safe custody of the Trust with
details of date of opening of the Offertory Box/ Hundi and other
description of the items;

Valuation of all the Items (i.e. received at the donation counters
and in Offertory Box/ Hundi) is carried out from an approved
valuer on the panel of the Trust and donation income under the
head "Donation in Kind” is accounted in the books account as
per valuation certificate issued by the said valuer:

iii) Donation received in kind for other assets such as Plant &
machinery, Equipment, Computers, Furniture's and fixtures etc.
is booked at a nominal value of Re. 1/-;

iv) Donation received in the form of gold plating on various assets
of the Trust is not considered as donation and are not valued
and accounted for in the books of account;

v) Donations in the form of Foreign currency received in Offertory
Box/ Hundi is accounted as per the exchange rate as at the
close of the financial year. Donations receive online from the
foreign source is booked as per the advice received from the
Bank;

vi) Donation received with a specific direction about its use are
credited to the respective fund, other donations are accounted
as income from other source of the Trust;

The average interest received during the year on various fixed
deposits kept with the MNationalised Banks is credited tg the
respective funds proportionate to the balance In the respective
Fund accounts. The balance interest is credited to Income &
Expenditure Account;
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vii) Cash received at the donation counters and against sale of
Ladoos, publication receipts, sale of gold coins etc after 2 P.M,
and Cash received in Offertory Boxy/ Hundis on the last date of
the month is accounted for on the following day i.e. in the next
month. The same policy is followed for the accounting of income
by way of donation/sale proceeds of Ladoos, pukblication
receipts, sale of gold coins and Offertory Box collections as at
31" March,2024 and the said income is booked in April i.e. next
financial year;

viil) Interest income on fixed deposits is recognized on the basis of
the interest accrued certificate received from the Banks. The
interest received from the bank fixed deposits is net of

.« Applicable taxes deducted at source;

ix} The Services provided by the Trust which are in the ambit of the
GS5T are charged on an inclusive basis.

f. Investments

As per the provisions of the Acl, Fixed Deposits are kept only with
the Nationalised Banks. The investments appearing in the books of
the Trust are carried at cost value.

g. Property, Plant and Equipment(PPE)

i) Property Plant and Equipment, Capital Work in Progress except
Land are carried at cost of acquisition or construction as the case
may be, less accumulated depreciation.

Land is carried at cost of acquisition.

Cost comprises of the purchase price including duties and non-
refundable taxes, and directly attributable expenses incurred to
bring the asset to the location and condition necessary for it to
be capable of being operated in the manner intended by the
Management.

As per the practice consistently followed in the past, PPE
received as donations are recorded at a nominal value of Rs.1/-.

All other repairs and maintenance costs are recognised in the
Statement of Income and Expenditure as incurred.

ii) An item of PPE initially recognised, is derecognised upon disposal
or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use or
disposal. The derecognition is initiated after taking approval from
the Managing Committee and by following the specified process.

Any gain or |oss arising on derecognition of the asset (calculated
as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the
carrying amount of the asset) is included In the Statement of
Income and Expenditure when the asset is derecognised.
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ili) Depreciation Methods, Estimated Useful Lives and Residual
Value

Depreciation is provided on Written Down WValue Method. The
rates of depreciation are as per the practice consistently followed
by the Trust in the past and are generally taken from the Income
Tax Act, 1961.

Depreciation on additions to assets or on salef disposal of assets
is calculated pro-rata. On the additions up to 30th September of
the accounting year, full rate of depreciation Is charged and for
additions post 30th September of the accounting year,
depreciation is considered at 50% of the total depreciation
amount calculated for the year. No depreciation has been
considered on Assets discarded or sold in the year of sale.

h. Employee Benefits
i) Compensated absences

As per the Service Rules of the Trust, all the permanent
employees of the Trust are entitled for accumulation of up to
maximum 300 days paid leave. Leave encashment can be made
at the time of retirement or during the employment with the
Trust as per the salary prevailing at the time of encashment.

The Gratuity liability is funded
with the Life Insurance Corporation of India.

The Gratuity is provided in the books of account based on the last

drawn salary of the eligible employees.

iiij Defined Contribution Plans

Contribution to Employees’ Provident Fund, GPF and
Employees’ Pension Scheme 1995 is made to the Government
Provident Fund Authority.

The Trust recognises contribution payable to these fund/ schemes
as expenditure, when an employee renders the related SEWlEE

and the salary is disbursed for the month,

The Contribution to Employees State Insurance Corporation
(ESIC) has not been made as the Trust has an equally beneficial
arrangement with the Hospital run and managed by the Trust. ,\d T )
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iv) Contribution to Management Fund

The Trust is governed by "Shree Sai Baba Sansthan Trust (Shirdi)
Act, 2004" (the Act), as amended from time to time. The Act
provides for fixed mandatory contribution to the Management
Fund which is vested and under the control of the Committee.
Contribution not exceeding 10% of the approximate gross annual
income of the preceding financial year is credited to this Fund.

i. Inventories

a.Inventories of Stores, cloth materials, Grocery items,
consumables, and medicines have been valued at cost, including
GS5ST. The cost is determined on FIFO basis.
The respective departmental heads certify the quantity of closing
stocks as at year end along with the respective values.

b. The closing inventories of the electrical department were certified
for the quantities out of purchases made during the year ended
31* March, 2024.

c. Closing inventories of Ladoo and Bundi are valued on the basis of
respective costs of production.

d. Closing sock of gold coins/ Pendants are valued at cost

j- Cash and Cash Equivalents

-sCash and cash equivalents include cash at banks and on hand,
demand deposits with banks and other short term highly liguid
investments with original maturities of three months or less and
which are readily convertible to known amounts of cash, subject to
an insignificant risk of changes in value,

Foreign currency received in Offertory Box/ Hundi and in hand as on
31st March, 2024 is accounted ftor based on the confirmation of the
Exchange rates by the Banks. In cases where the Exchange rate is
not confirmed by the Banks, the same is obtained online.

k. Earmarked Fund /Allocations

a. Allocation to the Earmarked Funds is based on specific directions
of Devotees/ donors, as specified in the receipts;
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b.Income received from related activities for which funds are
created is credited to the respective Fund accounts:

c. Depreciation on the Sai Ashram building is charged to the
Building Fund as ‘amount spent’ to allocate the respective
depreciation in the value of the building during the year in ‘he
Fund Account.

d.Separate investments are not made for Earmarked Funds.
Interest income earned during the year on entire investments is
allocated on the basis of the average rate of interest for the
current year, to the respective opening balances of Earmarked
Funds on a proportionate basis.

e. Expenses incurred on the specific Fund activities and Fund objects
are shown as utilization from the respective Funds. (Refer
Schedule A)

I. Valuation of Ornaments & Jewellery

Ornaments and Jewelry received as donation in kind are valued on
the basis of the valuation done by the appointed valuers as on the
date of receipt of the donation.

Gold coins and pendants are valued at cost of minting along. with
the applicable direct charges. ..

m.Provisions, Contingent Liabilities, And Contingent Assets

Provisions are recognized when the Trust has a present obligation
as a result of past events and it is probable that an outflow of
resources will be required to settle the obligation and in respect of
which a reliable estimate can be made.

Provisions are determined based on the best estimate required to
settle the obligations at the Balance Sheet date. These are reviewed
at each Balance Sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current best

estimates.

Contingent Assets are neither recognized nor disclosed in the
financial statements. Contingent liabilities are not provided for and
are disclosed by way of notes.

4.Deposits

Confirmations of balances in respect of the deposits and advances
given/taken have not been obtained. The balances are therefore,
as per books of account. In the opinion of the Management, the
said non reconciliation of the balances will not materially affect the
surplus of the Trust for the year.

5.S5ale of Gold/ Silver Coins

As per the practice consistently followed by the Trust, the selling
price of Gold and Silver coins pendants is determined by the
Managing Committee based on the prevailing market value along
with the applicable taxes.

6.During the year under review, there is an excess of Incoma over
expenditure amounting to Rs.213,35,93,370/- (2022-23:Rs.
230,79,31,481).

However, the Income & Expenditure Account does not include
specific expenses; donations received and allocation of average
interest earned on fixed deposits by the Trust in the said Fund
account as the same are credited to the respective Fund Account(s).
(refer Schedule A)

Basides, in accordance with provisions of section 22(2) of the Act,
an amount of Rs.78,84,06,589/- (2022-23:Rs.41,18,29,639/-) has
been transferred to the Management Fund. Considering the
proposed accumulation of the income for future years, no provision
for taxation is considered necessary.

As per Section 22(3) of the Act, Salary allowances of other officers
o/ and employees of the Committee shall be paid out of Management
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Fund.

However, in continuation of practices followed in preceding years,
the salary and allowance of all the permanent employees of the
Trust other than salary and allowances of employees working in
Institutions run under medical relief activities and educational
activities (debited to the respective Fund Accounts), have been
-debited to the Management Fund.

7. As per the practice followed by the Trust consistently, Leave
Encashment payable at the time of retirement of the employees is
not provided in books of account but the same is accounted on a
cash basis as and when paid to employees at the time of
retirement. Similarly provision for gratuity payable has not been
made as per acturial valuation.

8. The Provident Fund Fluctuation Fund amounting to Rs.23,94,550/-
(2022-23: Rs. 23,94,550/-) is shown as a liability in the fnancial
statements.

The said amount represents un-reconciled balances of amounts

collected from the staff in earlier years and deposited into the

Provident Fund account of the Government when the provident

fund activities of all the eligible employees were transferred to the
~ Provident Fund Commissioner by the Trust. The said amount may
* be used for the general objects of the Trust

9. An amount of Rs.30,15,320/- (2022-23 Rs.30,15,320/-) has been
shown as liability towards “Saibaba Foundation”. The said amount
was donated by the devotees of Shree Saibaba in earlier years and
may be used for the general objects of the Trust.

10. An amount of Rs.5,33,83,063/- (2022-23: Rs.5,33,83,063/-)
collected towards "Ambulance Project Fund Account” from devotees
of Shree Saibaba for the purpose of purchase and distribution of
medical ambulance vehicles in villages near Shirdi may be used for
the general objects of the Trust after obtaining consent from the
donors.

11. Balances of different accounts including net surplus, total assets,
and total liabilities as appearing in the financial statements
attached hereto do not match with balances of corresponding

~accounts appearing in books of account maintained in accounting

* software tally. This has resulted primarily due to transfer of certain
income and related expenses to wvarious Fund Accounts as
mentioned in Schedule A to the financial statements.

12. Pending KYC formalities, the license received by the Trust under the
Foreign Contribution (Regulation) Act, 2010 (FCRA) was cancelled on 31
December2021. As the cheques cannot be deposited without the
