Supply documentation: Each consignment must be accompanied by a delivery
challan, original invoice showing supplier’s GST number and Sansthan’s GST
number, and batch test report(s) from District Health Laboratory / NABL-accredited
lab as required.

Single-source supply: Supplier must supply directly; sub-contracting of
manufacture or supply is prohibited.

. Laboratory Testing, Replacement and Penalties

Sampling & testing: Sansthan will perform random or batch-wise sampling and
testing at Sansthan Laboratory / District Health Laboratory / NABL / BIS /
Central or State Government labs. Sansthan’s lab decision shall be final; where
required, a re-test at a NABL/BIS lab will be the conclusive reference.
Non-conformance remedy: If any lot fails to meet prescribed standards
(FSSAI/AGMARK/ISO 22000/HACCP/ISO 9001 parameters) the supplier must, at
its cost and within the time specified, replace the entire lot. Until replacement,
Sansthan may procure substitute supplies from the open market and recover the
excess cost plus a penalty of 5% of the value of the rejected goods from the
supplier’s bills/security.

Immediate rejection causes: Ghee that smokes on frying, causes bitter taste, foams
excessively, is adulterated, or otherwise organoleptically unacceptable will be treated
as non-conforming and subject to rejection and replacement at supplier expense.
Inspection & vendor audit: Sansthan reserves the right to conduct vendor audits and
factory inspections; unsatisfactory audit reports are grounds for withholding orders,
rejecting supplies or terminating the contract.

W.Billing, Payment and Deductions

Bill content: Each bill must clearly state: (1) Supplier’s GST No., (2) Brand &
Quantity supplied, (3) Sansthan’s GST No., (4) Lot/Batch No., (5) Test report
reference. Incomplete bills will be returned.

Payment timeline: Sansthan will endeavour to process payments within 60 days
from receipt, inspection and acceptance of goods and submission of correct
documents; unexpected technical queries may delay payment.

Deductions: Statutory tax deductions and penalties/recoveries for shortages,
breakages, rejected lots, or market-replacement costs will be deducted from bills or
security deposit as applicable.

. Delivery Defaults, Liquidated Damages and Blacklisting

Delivery schedule and shortfall: Supplier must supply as per issued supply challans
and schedules. Failure to supply within the stipulated time or supply of rejected
material will attract remedies below.

Open-market procurement and recovery: If supplier fails to deliver within 10 days
of supply challan or as per e-mail communication or supplies rejected material.
Sansthan may procure from the open market; the price difference and penalties will be
recovered from the supplier’s dues/security deposit.
Contract cancellation and debarment: Repeated defaults, refusal to supply, or
material breach will lead to contract cancellation and blacklisting for 3 years. with
forfeiture of security deposit and recovery of losses. Sansthan’s Administration
decision shall be final and binding.
Force Majeure, Inventory Return and Miscellaneous
Force majeure: Events beyond reasonable control (natural calamities, government
restrictions, declared emergency) may excuse performance for the duration of the
event if prompt written notice and supporting evidence are provided. Sansthan will
evaluate and decide on extensions or relief in line with applicable Government
procurement norms.
Unsold/returned stock: If temple/prasad services are suspended and Sansthan holds
unusable ghee stocks that must be returned, supplier shall accept return or replace as
instructed by Sansthan under mutually agreed terms; where replacement is not
feasible, pro-rata adjustments will be made per contract terms.
Dispute and jurisdiction: Any dispute arising from the contract shall be resolved
under Indian law and shall fall within the jurisdiction of the Rahata Court.
Amendments and Final Authority
Tender amendments: Sansthan may issue corrigenda or amendments via the e-tender
portal; such amendments form part of the tender.
Final authority: Sansthan reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, accept
part offers, split quantities among bidders, and to seek clarifications or additional
performance guarantees. Sansthan is not obliged to provide reasons for rejection.

AB. Force Majeure (Calamity) — Rights and Limits

Definition- Events of Force Majeure include war, hostilities, civil commotion,
sabotage, fire, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes,
lock-outs, acts of God and other events beyond the supplier’s reasonable control.
Notice and supporting evidence- Supplier must notify Sansthan in writing within 7
days of occurrence, giving full particulars and expected duration. Supplier must
provide reasonable supporting evidence on request.

Relief available- Where delay is caused solely by a verified Force Majeure event,
Sansthan may, at its discretion, grant an extension of time for performance for the
period the event continues plus a reasonable resumption period.

Limits on relief- Force Majeure relief is limited to time-extension only. Supplier
remains bound by contracted rates and quantities; any increase in market price during
the Force Majeure period will not be accepted as a ground for price revision.
Termination for prolonged Force Majeure- If the Force Majeure event continues
for more than 60 consecutive days, either party may terminate the affected supply

order after written notice. Termination shall be without liability for future
performance, but payments due for accepted supplies will remain payable.

AC. Quality Parameters and Compliance

Mandatory standards- Supplied Pure Cow Ghee must comply with all applicable
parameters under FSSAI, AGMARK (Special Grade as applicable), ISO 22000,
HACCP and ISO 9001:2015 as declared in the tender.

Non-conforming consignments will be rejected and treated per
rejection and replacement clauses.

Labeling and packaging compliance- Labels must meet Food Safety Rules and
include FSSAI Licence Number, Brand & Net Quantity, Lot/Batch No.,
Manufacturing Date, Best Before/Expiry Date, and storage instructions. Packaging
must be food-grade, 15 kg new metal plate boxes with Barry-cap lids; container tare
weight to be declared.

Contract period and ordering- Supply period: 1 April 2026 to 31 March 2027.
Orders will be placed by supply challan, e-mail and/or on air/telephone; supplier must
acknowledge each challan immediately and supply within 10 days or as per the
schedule in the challan/ e-mail.

Staggered supply and monthly requisitions- Sansthan will issue periodic
requisitions; supplier shall not deliver quantities exceeding requisition without written
approval. Sansthan is not obliged to accept over-supplies.

Quarterly obligation and additional quantity- If a supplier exhausts the quarterly
ordered quantity before the quarter end, the supplier must be prepared to supply up to
an additional 50% of the contracted quantity at the same agreed rate when requested.
Carry-forward for last quarter- If required quantities for the last quarter (1 Jan
2027 - 31 Mar 2027, remain unfulfilled, the supplier must complete the shortfall plus
the additional 50% (of Annual Quantity) within the next two months or until the next
year’s e-tender is finalized, whichever is earlier, at the contract rate.

State preference and allocation (Rule 3.1.2.8)- If the lowest bidder is out-of-state
and a Maharashtra supplier is second lowest, Sansthan may offer the in-state supplier
