The Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India, has recently renewed the registration for
accepting donations in the form of foreign currency notes, cheques, and similar forms of
payment. This approval now makes it possible to accept donations through foreign currencies
from devotees, as informed by Gorakh Gadilkar, Chief Executive Officer of the Sansthan.
