The Sai Samadhi Mandir in Shirdi has reopened for 
devotees after remaining closed for many months in wake 
of the COVID-19 pandemic. It was really an agonizing 

phenomenon that the devotees were denied the opportunity for having ‘darshan’ of 
the Lord of Universe.
‘O Loving, Protecting Sai! We know that everything is in Your compassionate and 
just control. I pray to You to help us to finally come out of this pandemic better, not 
bitter. Help us to become more considerate of others, more mindful of how we can 
help one another, and how can serve You and Your devotees well. My heart and 
mind are filled with praise and thanksgiving for Your overflowing generosity to us. We 
thank You that no matter how dark the night may get, there is the hope of the down 
to come. O Gracious God! I believe that by Your grace all conditions will gradually 
return to normal.’ I pray to Sai for the total prevention of corona crisis as soon as 
possible. I believe that by Sai’s grace all conditions will gradually return to normal.
The Shirdi Sai Baba temple daily witnesses thousands of devotees. Even today, 
the devotees believe that they can visit the temple and take Sai’s darshan only if 
He calls them there. My posting as the Chief Executive Officer of the Sansthan 
firmly and categorically endorses that deeply-held belief. Sai Baba often said, ‘I pull 
my devotees as one pulls a sparrow with a string tied to its legs.’ No doubt, it was 
purely on Baba’s loving call that I submitted to the Word of God, and joined my new 
assignment at Shirdi. My name is Bhagyashree, and I am obliged to my good fortune 
for the opportunity of rendering service to One (Sai) Whose servant I am proud to 
be. It was auspicious and brought good luck (Bhagya) to me that I was born to my 
Sai devotee mother. My mother spent a lot of her time reading holy books. Her day 
always began with worship and ended with prayer. She used to comply with all pious 
observances such as vows and fasts with faith. And, my father had more faith in man 
and humanity than in God. He got exclusive darshan of God in man. As my parents 
were teachers, they had a great sense of humanity and strong attitude of doing well 
to others. I grew up in such a positive environment, and so a balance was stuck in 
my thinking. It was with this feeling that I opted for the Indian Administrative Service, 
and this was the feeling I had in mind while taking up the charge here at Shirdi.
When I first made a round around the temple, I was struck by the idol of 
Shri Sai cooking food in a large pot. The Annadan - the sacred offering 
food - was an integral part of Sai’s routine. He did Annadan for the poor. 
At the same time, Sai provided divine medical help to the residents of 
Shirdi. He started practicing medicine in the village, examined patients 
and gave medicines. Once, a devotee got his eye balls quite red and 
swollen. No doctor was available in Shirdi. The other devotees took him 
to Baba. Baba pounded some bibba (carpus ana cardium i.e. marking 
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nuts) and made two balls of them, thrust them on in each of the eye ball of the 
patient and wrapped a cloth-bandage round them (eyes). Next day, the bandage 
was removed and was poured over them in a stream. The inflammation subsided 
and the pupils became white and clear. The beeba removed the disease of the eyes. 
This meant that He also knew medicines. On my further wanderings around the 
temple complex, I noticed the tomb of a Muslim saint next to the temple. Sai always 
used to say, ‘Sabka Malik Ek’. This utterance is a hallmark of His divine attitude. 
As the CEO of the Sansthan, my role and energy and effort on three things, viz. 
Annadan, service to the patients and interfaith harmony. I think these three things 
are especially needed today; and, therefore, need my full attention.
Another characteristic of Sai, I thought, was that He never amassed wealth. Sure, 
He would share everything with others. This approach of His would definitely add to 
overwhelming feelings of contentment in devotees. There are so many fantasies in 
my mind, and I will always keep this teaching of Sai in mind while undertaking any 
new project.
The temple consumes a lot of electricity; I will make special efforts to reduce energy 
consumption and save electricity usage, my idea is to develope temple and other 
offices as green buildings. Overall, I would Iike to see limited use of all resources.
My special emphasis will be on enhancing the facilities for the devotees. With that 
in mind, my priority would be to further improve the vision. Devotees coming from 
distant places have a lot of free time after taking darshan. I have an idea to set up 
an amusement park so that the devotees can spend their free time and get more 
knowledge. It is my intention to promote old projects in this regard.
My focus will be on enhancing the facilities in the hospitals of the Sansthan and 
making them more sophisticated and first class considering the work of Sai to the 
patients. I urge the people to co-operate with the spirit of service to increase the 
number of doctors and nurses in these hospitals.
Another important task is to increase the facilities in the educational complex of the 
Sansthan and, especially, to provide dormitory facilities. With that in my mind, my 
focus will be on building some infrastructure.
Everyone’s experience of Sai is different. In that sense, many miracles of Sai are 
heard. Many books have been written about these leelas and life story of Sai. This 
often led to controversies. The historical existence of such things in relation to Sai 
must be proved. We have to try that too. I especially felt the need to do so after 
seeing many of Sai’s objects in the museum here.
The crowd of devotees in Shirdi is increasing day by day. Devotees coming to Shirdi 
with faith are sometimes deceived and robbed by anti-social elements. The Sansthan 
is taking various measures to curb this. 
We arranged online pass system to prevent the misdeeds in the darshan. But, some 
miscreants also starting abusing it. Officials of the Sansthan found 
these types in time and took strict action against them. More vigilance 
will be taken to curb such malpractices.
It has been found that many bring homeless old people to Shirdi and 
leave them here. These are incidents that tarnish humanity. The work 
of finding the destitute and helpless old people and taking them to the 
old age home and taking care of them will also be done through the 
Sansthan.
