(a) “Act” means the Shree Sai Baba Sansthan Trust (Shirdi) Act, 2004 

(Mah. XIV of 2004);
(b) “Chief Executive Officer” means the Chief Executive Officer 

appointed by the Government under section 13 of the Act;
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3. Appointment to the post of the Urosurgeon (Group-A) in the Trust, shall 

be made by nomination from amongst the eligible candidates, on the basis of 

prescribed examination conducted by the Selection Committee, who fulfils the - 

qualifications specified in regulation 5 of these regulations.

4. Age Limit.-

(i) Lower Age Limit.- Not less than eighteen years of age (completed) 

as on the last date of submission of applications to the trust, as per the 

advertisement for recruitment to the said post;

(ii) Upper Age Limit.- Not more than thirty-eight years of age 

(completed) for the persons not belonging to the reserved categories; and 

forty-three years of age (completed) for the persons belonging to the reserved 

categories. The upper age limit shall be applicable as on the last date of 

submission of applications to. the trust, as, per .the advertisement for 

recruitment to the said post.

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7. Probation period.- ■
