2. In these regulations, unless the context requires otherwise,-

(a) “Act” means the Shree Sai Baba Sansthan Trust (Shirdi) Act, 2004 

(Mah. XIV of 2004);

(A) “Selection Committee” means the Employee’s Selection Committee
